Useful Information For Safe Riding

This manual contains the word WARNING to indicate something that could hurt you or others. It also contains the word CAUTION to indicate things that could damage your moped.

WARNING! Please read this manual carefully and completely before operating this motorcycle. Do not attempt to operate this moped until you have attained adequate knowledge of its controls and operating features, and until you have been trained in safe and proper riding techniques. Regular inspections and proper maintenance, along with good riding skills, help you safely enjoy the capabilities and the reliability of this moped.
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Disregarding the aforementioned, however, may render the warranty invalid.

This symbol is located in various locations on the moped to inform you that exposure to high voltage can cause shock, burns and even death.

The high voltage components on the moped should be serviced only by technicians with special training.

High voltage cable or wiring has an orange covering. Do not probe, tamper with, cut, or modify high voltage cable or wiring.
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Motor Serial Number

The motor serial number is stamped on the left  

hand side of the motor housing.
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Vehicle Identification Number (VIN) / Chassis Number

The VIN/chassis number (A) is A 17-digit number on top of 

the frame.Do not change or remove this number as it is the 

legal identification of your moped.
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Power-off support for vehicle

When riding, make sure the kickstand on return position.

If the kickstand does not return, the moped can’t start work 

because it’s on the state of power failure.
Moped Controls
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Mirrors

This moped is equipped with convex mirrors. The convex mirror has a curved surface and offers greater field of view than  flat mirror. However, the greater field of view makes objects seem further than they really are. Be careful when judging the distance of objects in these mirrors.

Headlight High/Low Beam Switch

         When switched, the headlight changes from low beam to high beam. It stays in the selected position until it is

switched back. The high beam indicators is shown on the dashboard when in high beam position.
 C. Signal Lights Switch

  When the signal lights switch is pressed in the left or right position, the corresponding front and rear turn signals flash. When the signal lights switch is ON, the corresponding turn signal indicator illuminates on the lower dash. Always signal your turns and other maneuvers as required by law. Unlike an automobile, the turn signals must always be canceled manually on the moped. Push in on the switch and it will return to the OFF position (center).

D.Horn Button

           When the key is in the ON position, the horn (A) sounds when press the button. Electric vehicles

run quietly; the horn can be used to warn pedestrians or other motorists of your presence.

E.Speed Gear Button

Three speeds gear. The rider could choose high, medium and low gear according to their riding experience of the moped.
Warning Button

     Turn on warning lights to warn pedestrians and vehicles when there is fog or darkness.

G.Reverse  Button
    When the moped needs to reverse, hold down the R button and turn the throttle then the moped will go back 4-5 miles.
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H.Key Switch/Steering Lock Positions

OFF Position

ON Turning switch to this position power supply of the moped will be turned on,   

The moped can be driven. At this time, the key can not be pulled out.

OFF Turning switch to this position, power supply of the vehicle will be turned off. 

At this time, the key can be pulled out.

LOCK Turning switch to this position,the seat will be opened.
Lock turning hold the key. At this time, steering operation is forbidden. 
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The vehicle and lamp are in closed condition.

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When the battery is low, it can be charged through the charging socket on the 

Moped. 

B.Footrest

When riding with passenger,push the footrest inward gently then the footrest pop 

up. The passenger in the back could rest his/her feet. 
When riding alone, push the footrest inward to allow them retract. 

Do not push the footrest vigorously,otherwise they can't retract correctly.
C.Vehicle Label

You can query the vehicle information by vehicle nameplate

Remote Alarm 
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A.Indicator Light
When you press button, the light flicker.

 If the light does not flicker, the battery may be low.

B.Lock Button 
When you press button, you can lock the moped remotely 

within 10 meters

C.Unlock Button 
When you press button, you can open the vehicle within 10 meters
